. Some aspect of New England riding culture is recommended, whether it's local footage,
local filmmakers, or local riders. Judges are looking for variety when selecting finalists.
. Creativity, humor, and/or a unique theme are a big plus.
. This is a fun contest for amateurs; entrants cannot make a living from filmmaking.
. Awards will be given in three categories (for example: best production, most
entertaining, best riding) plus a "people's choice" award.
. Entrants take responsibility for all music rights and certify that the subjects have agreed
to appear in the film.
. Entrants retain all copyrights, but give NEMBA permission to use footage from their
entries for promotion and other purposes.
. All entries will be kept by NEMBA unless picked up at the event.
